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Toroa

Objective: To understand how the use of the Taiaroa Head site has
changed from fortification to conservation. To observe albatross and
other seabirds in their natural habitat and visit the disappearing gun.

Programme Description: From fortification to conservation, students
will look at how the use of Taiaroa Head has changed over time. The
headland’s importance to Kai Tahu stems from its use as a Pa site
(7300 years ago). The lighthouse and pilot station (1864) were set up
to aid shipping travelling along the coast. In 1886 the focus changed
to fortification and a number of gun batteries were

installed, including in 1889 the Armstrong disappearing gun. Now
Taiaroa Head is home to the only mainland breeding colony for the
Royal Albatross in the world (1920). The evolution of the defensive site,
the fact that human modification of the environment led to the
settlement of the Albatross and the cultural change to a conservation
ethic is a fascinating story from the social science perspective. ;
